and other treatment facilities. Clean Harbors operates more than 100 disposal facilities.

Safety-Kleen — provides used oil collection, recycling and re-refining, parts washing and other
environmental services, primarily for the small quantity generator market. Safety-Kleen’s closed-loop
environmental solutions enable customers to effectively manage their waste streams, capturing
economic advantages through reduced costs and the sale of recovered products.

;o Industrial and Field Services — provides industrial and specialty services. These include high-pressure
' and chemical cleaning, decoking, and material processing. Industrial and Field Services also consists of
a wide variety of environmental cleanup services, including tank cleaning, decontamination, remediation
and spill cleanup.
